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REPORTS RELATING TO THE FORTY-THIRD 
ANNUAL MEETING OF THE SOCIETY 

Centrally located, Kansas City, Missouri, served as a magnet to draw 
numerous registrants to the Airport Hilton Plaza Inn. A total of 625 per-
sons registered for the meeting, which lasted three days (November 2 1 -
23, 1991). This was the largest gathering in the history of the Society and 
proved that the cause of evangelical scholarship is flourishing. 

The theme for the conference was "Christ and the Kingdom in the Old 
and New Testaments." The program was in the capable hands of Gordon 
R. Lewis, who arranged six general sessions and numerous parallel ses-
sions. Notable speakers at the general sessions were Carl F. H. Henry 
with his address "Reflections on the Kingdom of God" and G. R. Beasley-
Murray on "The Kingdom of God in the Teaching of Jesus." President 
H. Wayne House delivered his presidential address entitled "Creation and 
Redemption: A Study of Kingdom Interplay." A panel consisting of Robert 
G. Clouse (moderator), Greg Bahnsen (theonomist), Jack Deere (charis-
matic), George Knight (Reformed), and Robert Saucy (dispensationalist) 
discussed the question, "In What Ways Is Christ's Redemptive Kingdom to 
Be Evident Today?" 

Meeting simultaneously with ETS were the Evangelical Missiological 
Society, the Evangelical Philosophical Society, and the Near East Archae-
ological Society. The dispensational study group met Thursday morning, 
November 21, prior to the ETS conference. All these organizations contrib-
uted to the interest, enthusiasm and attendance at this annual meeting.
