During the year 1970 the Society has suffered the loss of two men,
both of them members of the faculty of Fuller Theological Seminary.

He divided his life between
service in the pastorate, where he ministered to more than one leading
Baptist congregation in the East, and the training of students for the
ministry, first at Eastern Baptist Seminary and then from 1951 to 1968
at Fuller. Students by the hundreds testify that he not only preserved
their call to the ministry but inspired them with its possibilities. To
know this man was to love him deeply—a great preacher, a successful
teacher, a sorely missed friend.
